Our newest edition of Russian River Sauvignon Blanc continues our tradition 
of well defined, crisp and delicious wines. This SB shows lemon and tropical 
flavors. It both fills the mouth and cleanses the palate at the same time. 
Remarkable. 
 
Vinification 
The wine was fermented in temperature controlled stainless steel tanks and 
was not inoculated for malolactic fermentation. In order to maintain the high 
fruit profile the wine was not aged in oak.

Vineyard Location 
The grapes from this wine come from three well known Russian River Valley 
vineyards.  Bob Dempel’s vineyard is just south of Healdsburg in the northern 
part of the Russian River appellation. Kent Ritchie’s Poplar Vineyard sits 
along Eastside Road, while the Hopkins River Ranch lies between the two.   
 

Vintage Conditions 
The 2008 growing season had it all. There were severe frosts in both April 
and May. The summer saw major fires along the North Coast, with high winds 
and scorching weather accompanying the havoc. This all resulted in a 
compacted harvest which saw us taking in a ten week harvest within the month 
of September! Frantic it was, but winemaker Evelyn White worked her magic, 
and the result is in the bottle. 
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
